He fell 2 ½ stories to land on another lady who had fallen 
before him. When she fell- it rendered her unconscious so she could not call for help. When he 
fell on her- it caused her more internal bleeding, broken ribs, etc but his fall actually brought 
her life. He had a cell phone and could call for safety for both of them.  She is now in critical 
condition and expected to live. 

How many times has this happened in our lives? When we are facing trials in our life, times of 
change, or times of being away from Him?  It is a spiritual dying that happens inside. How 
many times have we even been injured by those around us? Spiritual people? Even leaders 
that the Lord has brought in your life? You may have fallen flat out- but the LORD was using 
them to bring you new life.
