Nothing
stopped John Balca. He spread the beautiful Truth
as it is meant to be spread, liberally, with authority
and wisdom.

His field was his homeland, Yugoslavia. It spread
to include Czechoslovakia, Hungary, France.

His work was simple; start churches, bring people
to salvation and encourage saints. His results were
so great, the world still acknowledges him today.

His unique burden was passed to \,\\
his youngest son, Samuel Balca who did not J\§
have peace until he returned from Canada to his §
homeland. There, in the heart of Europe, he started

his life’s work, building on that of his father’s.
